 II. About subject registration:

1. Based on Program Curriculum, school timetable and academic advisor’s advice, students have to register for 14 credits at a minimum (excluding Physical Education), except for student who is at the final semester and hasn’t finished the foundation programme. Students have to get approved by Board of Deans to take less the amount of credits required (not applied in Summer Semester).

- The academic advisor for each class will be announced later.
2. Students have not finished the prerequisites, or have not met an English level requirement should proactively cancel the subjects during the registration open.
3. The below subjects are only opened for students of QH-2018-Q and earlier. These students should prioritize these subjects before they are not opened in the following semesters.

4. For the elective subjects, if the registration exceeds the total number of credits to be accumulated according to the module of the program structure, students cannot accumulate those exceeded credits.
5. For students who retake and improve grades, or is at slow progress of studying, if there are no classes opened for your program curriculum, you can register for other appropriate subjects (based on Code Table modules of the International School attached) with the number of credits equal to or higher than the equivalent recognized module. In this case, the student pays the tuition fee depending on the number of credits of subject registered but is recognized the credits according to the student's program structure.
6. The modules: Internship, Graduation Thesis are not organised in the physical classroom. 
7. Each student can only register for 01 physical education subject each semester. If students register for 02 subjects, the learning results of 01 subjects will be canceled and unrecognized. Students need to learn and pass 04 different physical education subjects to complete the physical education program. The time for P.E classes shown Portal is for registration purpose. Students will follow the time provided by P.E Center.
8. Student should pay attention to: teaching language, teaching method before registering for any classes.
9. After the 2nd phase of the registration system closes, students who want to register more or change classes need to join in classes at the beginning of the semester and ask the lecturers for permission to be added to the attendance list to ensure their knowledge and grades. Later, when the registration opens for the 3rd time, students need to access and register for those classes.
10. The 3rd phase of registration opening is the last one. Students should cancel their registration before the deadline. This time, once the Portal closes, the student list of each class will be unchangeable. Therefore, students have to join and pay the tuition fees for the registered classes.
