I. About Portal usage for registration: 

1. Students need to change Portal’s account password to avoid bad behaviors from others (add/withdraw classes or change personal information).
2. Students need to save or take a screenshot the registered subject list after registration for proofs purpose of any issues further. Office of Academic Affairs do not accept issues causing by student’s carelessness (not recheck the registered list).

 II. About subject registration:

1. Pursuant to Program Curriculum, school timetable and academic advisor’s advice, students have to register for the number of classes according to the limitation of required credits according to Training Statutes (excluding Physical Education), except for student who is at the final semester and who hasn’t finished the foundation program. Students need to get approved by the Rector to take less than the amount of credits required (not applied in Summer Semester).

2. To see Program Curriculum: Access: http://www.is.vnu.edu.vn/en/ ( Click “Academic” tab ( Choose your program ( Click “Program Structure” tab 

3. Currently, classes are held in two locations: the inner city campus and the Hoa Lac campus. Students need to double-check the location of their classes when registering to avoid any confusion. 
4. Based on the training program's framework, the modules Soft Skills 1 and Soft Skills 2 are best suited for students in their second year or earlier. Therefore, all students enrolled in course QH-2022-Q are encouraged to register and study these modules during the second semester of the 2023-2024 school year.
5. Students who do not meet prerequisites or English-level requirements should withdraw from subjects during registration. 
6. For the elective subjects, if the registration exceeds the total number of credits to be required to accumulate according to program curriculum, students cannot accumulate those exceeded credits.
7. For students who retake or improve grades, or are at slow progress in studying, if there are no classes opened for your program curriculum, you can register for other appropriate subjects that have the number of credits equal to or higher than the equivalent recognized subject. In this case, the student pays the tuition fee depending on the number of credits of the subject registered but the credits are recognized according to the student's program structure.
8. The modules: Internship, Graduation Thesis, Graduation Project, and Study Tour in Foreign Countries are not organized in the physical classroom. The timetable is not available for these subjects. The detailed notifications of these classes are notified separately.
9. Each student can only register for 01 physical education class each semester. If students register for 02, the learning results of either will be canceled and unrecognized. Through the course, students need to learn and pass 04 different physical education subjects to complete the physical education program. The time for P.E. classes shown on Portal is for registration purposes. Students will follow the time provided by the P.E Center and take these classes in 15 weeks throughout the semester.
10. To ensure the necessary background knowledge, only third-year students can register for Entrepreneurship.
11. Students should pay attention to teaching language, and teaching methods before registering for any classes on Portal.
12. After the 2nd phase of the registration system closes, students who want to register more or change classes need to join in classes at the beginning of the semester and ask the lecturers for permission to be added to the attendance list to ensure the knowledge and grades. Later, when the registration opens for the 3rd time, students need to access and register for those classes.
13. The 3rd phase of registration opening is the last one. Students should withdraw/add their registration before the deadline. This time, once the Portal closes, the student list of each class will be unchangeable. Therefore, students have to join and pay the tuition fees for the registered classes.
14. Due to the adjustment of the Program Curriculum of some majors, the organization of some subjects will be stopped, and students need to prioritize registration according to separate notifications.
15. Students of the QH-2020-Q Marketing course who have not completed the transition semester in Malaysia are not eligible to register for the Graduation Thesis course. Meanwhile, students of the QH-2021-Q and QH-2022-Q courses studying in Vietnam should enroll in the Business Law and Corporate Finance courses (if they haven't taken them in previous semesters). This will ensure that they fulfill the transfer requirements for the second semester of the school year 2024-2025..
16. Students who have transferred and are majoring in Management (dual degree) of the QH-2020-Q course must register for the Intake 4 experiential module led by foreign lecturers, which is scheduled from April 1 to April 25, 2024.
17. Attention to all students who wish to study the State and General Law module in Vietnamese at Hoa Lac campus. Please take note of the following information:

- The course will be conducted online via VNU LMS system.

- To access the VNU's online learning management system (VNU LMS) at lms.vnu.edu.vn, students need to have a VNU email account in the format of @vnu.edu.vn.

- Upon registering for the course, students must verify that their phone number on the Student Portal is accurate and up-to-date. This will be used to manage and organize learning activities.
18. The timetable will be available on the Portal from 12:00 a.m. Students can scan the QR code to access links for support resources. on December 16, 2023 to 12:00 p.m. on December 18, 2023 under the Course Registration section. It will also be accessible under the Whole School Timetable section from 8:30 a.m. on December 19, 2023. This schedule will allow students to research and refer to courses before they officially register. After this period, the system will be closed and will reopen during the registration periods as stated in the Registration Notification Schedule above.
