3. Scope of Registration:

3.1. For Students with English Proficiency Certificates specified for their respective academic programs.
-  All subjects included in the program curriculum.

- Subjects with an F grade, or D or D+ grades to improve academic performance.
3.2. For Students without English Proficiency Certificates
3.2.1. Students completed Preparatory English Program
· Students majoring in Informatics and Computer Engineering, Management and Marketing (VNU & DUAL Programs) are not permitted to enroll in any courses and are advised to focus on English language study.

· Other students must meet the English proficiency requirements before proceeding with registration.
3.2.2. Students studying Preparatory English Program
3.2.2.1. For programs conducted at Hoa Lac campus

- ICE: are not permitted to enroll
- Others: Register for the courses arranged by school for each academic program.
3.2.2.2. For programs conducted at Hanoi's Inner-City Campus

INSTRUCTIONS ON SUBJECT REGISTRATION IN THE 2nd SEMESTER OF 2024-2025 FOR VNU AND DUAL DEGREE PROGRAM STUDENTS

I. Portal usage for registration: 

1. Students need to change Portal’s account password to avoid bad behaviors from others (add/withdraw classes or change personal information) which influences on students’ subject list, tuition fee and graduation.
2. It is essential for student to take a screenshot the registered subject list after registration for evidence purpose of any issues further. Office of Academic Affairs do not accept issues causing by student’s carelessness (not recheck the registered list).

 II. Subject registration:

1. Students must register for courses based on credit limits outlined in the Program Curriculum, school timetable, and guidance from academic advisors, excluding Physical Education. Exceptions apply only to students in their final semester or lacking a required English certification, who must obtain approval from the Rector to register for fewer credits than stipulated. This regulation does not apply during the Summer Semester and aims to maintain academic standards and facilitate student progress.
2. To see Program Curriculum: Access: http://www.is.vnu.edu.vn/en/ ( Click “Academic” tab ( Select your program ( Click on “Program Structure” tab 

3. Training sessions are conducted at both Hanoi inner city campus and Hoa Lac campus. It is imperative for students to verify the location of their classes during registration to prevent confusion. For safety reasons, students based at the Hoa Lac campus are prohibited from registering for classes held at inner city campuses. Any deliberate violation of this policy will result in students being required to pay tuition fees without recognition of their academic results for the term.

4. Due to updates in the Curriculum Framework, certain courses that have been phased out for students starting from the QH-2022-Q course onwards are still available to students under previous frameworks but will soon cease to be offered or transition from mandatory to elective status, resulting in fewer class openings. To ensure smooth academic progress, students are advised to:

· Give priority to registering and completing courses slated for their final offering in the first semester of the 2024-2025 school year and thereafter, as no further sessions will be scheduled. Refer to detailed information in Appendix IV.

· Promptly register for courses listed in Appendix V that are infrequently offered, about to be discontinued, or transitioning from mandatory to elective status.

Failure to register for these courses will hold students fully responsible for any academic and credit accumulation issues that may arise.

5. Students must attain at least level 3 out of 6 on the Foreign Language Competency Framework (equivalent to B1 level or higher on the Common European Framework of Reference for Languages) as stipulated by the Vietnamese National University, Hanoi. This proficiency can be demonstrated through certificates recognized by the school or by passing the school's B1-level English proficiency test before enrolling in the B2 English course. Students must complete this course within the first 2 years (for the QH2022 cohort, within the first 3 years).
6. To align with academic content and ensure timely graduation progress, students of the QH-2022-Q cohort are required to register for Soft skills courses in the second semester of the academic year 2024-2025.

7. Students must cancel registrations for courses if they do not meet prerequisite conditions or English proficiency requirements during the registration period.

8. For elective courses, if students exceed the total credits allowed as per the curriculum guidelines, the excess credits will not be counted towards their accumulated credits.

9. If a required course is not available for a student to retake, improve their grade, or maintain their academic pace according to their curriculum, they may register for a suitable course offering an equivalent or higher number of credits. Tuition fees are based on the credits of the enrolled course, but credits are recognized as per the student's curriculum.
10. The modules: Project, Internship, Graduation Thesis, Graduation Project, and Study Tour in Foreign Countries are not scheduled in regular class timetables. Portal registration is purely for fee collection and grade recording purposes. Detailed information is provided in specific announcements.
Study Tour in Foreign Countries: organised for the class of 50 students at minimum.
Project I & Internship: Students must register for their discipline-specific course sections. Failure to do so will result in non-recognition of grades for graduation. Course lecturers will assign advisors and provide course details after finalising student list.
Internships & Graduation Projects/Theses: Students should carefully follow special announcement. Note: Marketing (dual-degree) theses are offered once annually, in the first semester of each academic year.

11. Before registering for Physical Education (PE) courses, students must consult the Credit-based Learning Guide on the Portal at  https://sv.isvnu.vn/sinh-vien/tin-tuc/huong-dan-hoc-theo-tin-chi-hoc-phan-giao-duc-the-chat.html. Each student can register for one PE course per semester, unless approved otherwise by the International School and the Physical Education and Sports Education Center. Students from QH-2023-Q onwards must register specifically for PES 1003 - Basic Physical Education. The class timetable on the Portal is for registration purposes only; students must attend classes according to the schedule provided by the Physical Education and Sports Education Center.
12. Registration for Entrepreneurship courses is restricted to those in their third year or later to ensure adequate foundational knowledge.
13. Courses with specific teaching languages and methods are clearly indicated. Students are advised to carefully review these details during course registration.
14. Students must attend classes from the beginning of the semester if they wish to add or transfer courses after the second registration period. They must obtain instructor permission to be added to ensure attendance and grades are not affected, and complete registration during the third period.
15. The third registration period is the last chance to adjust course registrations. Changes must be made on time as the system will close afterward, and registered courses cannot be altered. Students must attend and pay fees for their registered courses accordingly.
16. Notice for Marketing Students
· To qualify for transfer to study in Malaysia in the second semester of 2025-2026 academic year, QH2023 students must enroll: 
· Semester II, 2024-2025: Business Law and Coporate Finance
· Semester I, 2025-2026: Distribution and Supply Management, Sales Management, Product Management, Operations Management.
Students must prioritize the prerequisites of those subjects
· Starting from the QH-2022-Q cohort, the Digital Marketing course (course code INS3194), formerly managed by HELP, will now be organized by the International School. HELP course will be offered last time in Semester II, 2024-2025. QH-2020-Q and QH-2021-Q cohorts register for INS319401, while students from QH-2022-Q onwards are not eligible for this section.
17. Notice for Management Students: FP401 - Open Experiential Learning is for final-year students near graduation (DUAL-MNG2021). QH-2023-Q students cannot register early. QH-2023-Q students must meet English requirements to register for Keuka College courses.
18. The timetable will be available on the Portal from 9:00 AM, December 6, 2024, to 9:00 AM, December 10, 2024, under the Course Registration function for students to review before official registration. After this period, the system will close and reopen during the registration periods outlined in the registration announcement. From 8:00 PM, December 18, 2024, students can view the timetable under the School-wide Schedule function.
