Regarding the Reminder on Students’ Registration of Specialized Orientation Subjects for VNU Programme Students

Based on the annual results of students’ registration for specialized orientations in undergraduate programs awarded by Vietnam National University, Hanoi (VNU), and in order to best accommodate students’ preferences, multiple orientations have been approved even though some of them recorded only a small number of students selecting them.
Given that each course within a specialized orientation is offered only once for each cohort/major, typically at the end of the third or fourth academic year of the program.

Based on practical observations during the implementation of the training process, it has been noted that many students do not register for courses in accordance with the standard study plan of their cohort. Specifically, some students register for specialized-orientation courses either earlier or later than scheduled, resulting in a study progression that falls behind that of their peers in the same cohort or major.
In order to minimize delays in graduation resulting from students not taking courses at the scheduled time designated for their cohort or major, the Academic Affairs Office reminds students of the following when registering for specialized-orientation subjects:

1. Students should register for courses only after their cohort/major has received final approval for its specialized orientation in the fourth semester of the program (for English Language Studies, orientation approval for the disciplinary knowledge group takes place in the second semester, and orientation approval for the major knowledge block occurs in the third semester). This requirement aims to prevent situations in which students have taken certain courses in classes opened for earlier cohorts, but their own cohort ultimately does not adopt that orientation. Such cases may lead to the following consequences:
· If the student maintains the specialized orientation that includes the courses already taken: the student will have to wait for subsequent cohorts that select the same orientation for the relevant courses to be offered again, which may delay graduation.

· If the student switches to a different specialized orientation that is offered for their current cohort/major: the student must complete all courses required for the new orientation, and any courses previously taken will not be counted toward the cumulative grade point average of the program.

2. Carefully review the Curriculum Framework in order to develop an appropriate study plan for the entire program, and ensure that all conditions for registering specialized courses are met—such as fulfilling the English proficiency requirements applicable to one’s cohort/major, completing the prerequisite courses for each specialized course, and registering promptly when the university offers these courses for the corresponding cohort/major.

3. Students in cohorts organized according to the university’s guidance are required to register accurately and fully for the courses scheduled each semester, as provided by the Academic Affairs Office prior to the semester registration period.
Students who do not register for courses in accordance with the recommendations will bear full responsibility for any issues that may arise, including those related to their studies and the accumulation of credits required to complete the program.
